	One FLD has been conducted on Fodder production for feeding management in dairy cows in three villages viz. Haradkhol, Jampali and Bejpali of Sonepur and Ullunda block involving 10 beneficiaries in an area of 1 ha 

 Feeding of fodder @10 kg/cow/day 

Feeding of dry roughage (6kg) + 2 kg concentrate feed

	Popularisation of broccoli and capsicum crop in the district. 
	20,000 nos. of seedlings of broccoli, cauliflower and capsicum has been distributed to 50 no of farmers under SCSP demonstration program in Bagbor, Lakrma, Janmura and Singari villages.

	Promotion of non ragi millet crops for millet crop diversification.
	One OFT has been conducted on Assessment of non-ragi millet crops for diversification of millet production system in 1 ha area with 7 no of farmers at Bhudobar and Kalapathar. 

	6
	Management of leaf curl infection in both raw and ripe chilli.
	 One FLD was conducted for IPM for leaf curl in chilli in two villages viz. Madhupur and Adal of B.M.Pur block involving 20 beneficiaries in an area of 2 ha. 

· Seed treatment with Imidachloprid 600FS @ 5ml /kg seed 

·  Foliar spraying of Spiromesifen 22.9%SC @ 1 ml/ l of water twice at 30and 45 DAT 

Horizontal spread: 157 farmers  with 94 ha 

Yield increased  by 21.71% due to reduction of thrips infestation by 61.81 % 

	7
	Managing sheath blight disease in paddy by biological means.
	One FLD was conducted on biological management for sheath blight in rice in two villages viz. Bejpali and Gobindapali  of Ullunda block involving 10 beneficiaries in an area of 1 ha. 

· Soil application of neem oil cake @ 5q/ha 

· Soil application of mixed formulation of Pseudomonas fluorescens and Trichoderma viridae @ 2.5kg/ha 

· Three spraying of mixed formulation of P. fluorescens and T. viridae @ 1.5% thrice at 10 days interval from 35 DAT.

Grain yield was increased with 17.3% due to reduction in  disease incidence  by 46.81 % 

Horizontal spread: 205 farmers with 101 ha  

	8
	Value addition and processing of millet and mushroom through convergence with line department 
	Two nos of vocational training programme on value addition in oyster mushroom and tomato has been conducted in KVK campus involving 30 nos of farm women from 5 villages viz. Badajhinki, Haradkhol, Panchmahala,  Laturpet,  Padhanpali. 

One OFT on value addition of Finger millet has been conducted in Hilung and Laturpet villages of B.M Pur block involving 13 nos of beneficiary from 2 nos of SHGs. 

Horizontal spread: 3 nos of SHGs of Laturpet, Padhanpali and Haradkhol villages are preparing value added products from Oyster mushroom and Millet.

	Popularisation of floriculture activity through Gerbera and Tuberose flowers.
	1000 nos. of seedlings of gerbera and tuberose were produced in KVK and distributed to 30 nos. of farmer involving Dunguripali, Kainphul and Sasamura villages of Subarnapur district for popularisation. 

	10
	Suggestion for convergence with FPOs with different income generation activities 
	One district level launching workshop has been done including CEO and BOD members of 12 no of FPOs of Subarnapur District.

Sesamum has been distributed under CFLD program for 40 ha out of 60 ha to and Santilata FPO and USSAT FPO  in Bhudabar, Kumarkeli, Paikapali (Bmpur)and Dubla(Tarva)

 One skill development training and farm farmwomen training program has also been done including Khetrapal FPO. 


Agenda-3 Achievement made by the KVK

The Senior Scientist and Head of KVK presented the overall achievements made by the KVK during the period Rabi, 2023-24 and Kharif 2024 and the action plan for the year Rabi, 2024-2025 and Kharif & Rabi 2025-26.

i) Training 


KVK has conducted 38 number of training programmes for practising farmers and farm women, 4 nos. of rural youth trainings, 3 no. of trainings for extension functionaries on various thematic areas like IWM, INM, IPM, cropping system, crop diversification, bio pesticide application, protected cultivation, mushroom production, nutritional security, income generation activities, value addition, seed production of major crops involving 1055 nos. of farmer , farmwomen, rural youth and in-service personnel etc till November, 2024.

ii) Front Line Demonstration 


KVK had conducted 11 nos. of FLDs covering different thematic areas of crop production, insect-pest management, vegetable cultivation, backyard poultry, nutritional security in Rabi-2023-24 and kharif, 2024. 
iii) On-farm testing  


KVK had conducted 5 nos. of OFTs during the reporting period.

KVK had conducted 6 nos. of field days, one exhibition, 16 nos. of special day celebration like Parthenium week, Mahila Kisan Divas, World Food Day, Ek ped Maa ke naam, farmers Day, Swachhata Abhiyan, Mushroom Day, Vigilance Awareness week, world environment day etc 1 nos. of FPO meeting, 3 nos. of SHG group meeting, 105 nos. of field visit, quality seedling and sapling(213832  nos.),vermicompost (23.8q), vermin worm-50 kg, mushroom spawn (1100 nos.), chicks & duckling (2270 nos.) provided to the farmers. Technologies based on the problems encountered by the farming community, in the field of agriculture and allied sectors were disseminated through Kissan Mobile Advisory (KMA).

Action Plan


The Senior Scientist & Head presented the detailed Action Plan developed by the KVK for the year 2024-25 which includes 60 nos. of trainings for Farmers & farm women, 10 nos. of trainings for Rural youth, 10 nos. of In-service personnel trainings, 4 nos. of vocational trainings, 14 nos. of FLDs, 8 nos. of OFTs for the period from April 2025– March 2026.

Agenda – 5: Interaction among the members of SAC:

Interactions were made among the members and following action points were indicated.
· Dr. Prasanjit Mishra, Director of Extension Education at OUAT, advised strengthening FPO operations through convergence. He also advised creating a marketing facility for SHG products. He also advocated increasing the productivity of greengram.

· Dr. Sarbani Das, JDE Directorate of Extension Education, OUAT had 
emphasised on establishment of small IFS model in farmers’ field. She also suggested to create effective marketing platform for produce of FPOs through centre of excellence for produce of farmers. 
· Dr P.P. Pal, Principal Scientist, ATARI, Kolkata suggested to take initiative for branding of SHG products. 
· Dr Gobinda Acharya, Principal Scientist, CHES, Bhubaneswar has suggested for popularisation of kharif onion in the district. He also suggested for grafting of guava plants.
· Dr. Sanjukta Mohapatra, ADR, RRTTS, Chiplima, has advised to disseminate information regarding IPM and IDM through advisories to farmers. She also emphasized on management of rice-rice cropping management through different crop diversification practices. 
· ADO, Biramaharajpur, advised to popularize chemical free millet production and winter variety greengram in the district. He also suggested taking demonstration on management of leaf reddening and sucking pest in cotton and take initiative to aware farmers regarding NADEP Compost by establishing atleast one unit in adopted villages. He emphasized for value addition  of millet crops.
· The AHO, Sonepur had suggested for creating awareness about potato cultivation. She also suggested take program regarding pest and disease management and value additon of horticultural crops in district. He also suggested to make short technology videos. 
· The SDVO, Subarnapur had suggested to popularise small integrated farming model on selective places of the district. He also suggested to take low input technology (LIT) poultry farming. He recommended to replace vezaguda with improved breeds like Sonali, Aseel and Vanraja. He also emphasised to create awareness about different fodders like Smart Napier. 
· The DDM, NABARD had suggested to take programs related animal husbandry in convergence with FPOs and SHG Federation. Awareness should be created by KVK along with line Departments about different State and Central Govt. Schemes. He also emphasised on sharing data among line departments.
· The ACF, Subarnapur suggested to organize capacity building and awareness program about farm forestry. He also suggested popularising vermin composting and NADEP compost method in the district. He emphasised the use of traditional ways of managing and controlling pest and diseases.
· Sri Santanu kumar Sahu, farmers representative suggested to for effective management of neck blast in kharif paddy.

In his presidential remarks, the Chairman noted that KVK's achievements were satisfactory. He also emphasised the importance of continuing to work with line department authorities to improve the farming community in the Subarnapur district.
